For Avenica, sense
of communityisan
important factor

Katie Drews, promoted to
the new role of chief experi-
ence officer at education-to-
work platform Avenica, is
working to strengthen the
company’s interactions with
college student job seekers,
employers hiring them and
staff working in seven loca-
tions.

Drews’ goals include
increasing asense of commu-
nity for Avenica’s nearly 60
employees as the company
adds a dozen or so new staff
members.

Half of them work in Aven-
ica’s Minneapolis headquar-
ters, others inregional offices
in Atlanta, Chicago, Dallas,
Philadelphia, Phoenix and
St. Louis.

“When we have internal
people who are really con-
nected to the mission, they’re
the best people to articu-
late the company’s value,”
Drews said. “Then become
our brand ambassadors and
then turn our clients and our
candidates into brand ambas-
sadors as well.”

Drews, who earned an
MBA in marketing from
Hamline University, joined
Avenica in 2018 as vice pres-
ident of marketing from
Ameriprise Financial. She
continues overseeing mar-
keting in addition to human
resources.

CEO Scott Dettman said
Avenica is adopting the Net
Promoter Score system to
assess the likelihood that
employees, students and
companies that hire them
would recommend Avenica
to cohorts.

Dettmanjoined Avenicain
July after six years in leader-
ship with ManpowerGroup,
most recently as a principal
in the Twin Cities.

He earned a doctoral
degree in quantitative social
science from the University
of Wisconsin-Milwaukee.

“I’'m a poor kid from the
south side of Milwaukee,”
Dettman said. “I was for-
tunate to have people open
some doors and create some
opportunity for me. I was
taken by [Avenica’s] mis-
sion, the idea of doing that
for tens of thousands of stu-
dents.”

Avenica, formerly known

as GradStaff, helps compa-
nies recruit and hire college
graduates for entry-level pro-
fessional positions. It works
with students to identify
and develop skills through
in-person assessments and
coaching and digital train-
ing content.

Companies hire students
directly or through an “eval-
uation-to-hire” program,
with 90% becoming full-
time employees after a trial
period.

Q: How do you approach
your role as chief experience
officer?

Drews: It’s centralizing and
prioritizing the importance
of all the people who interact
with our brands, our internal
employees, clients and can-
didates, to make sure we’re
creating great experiences
and meaningful connections
to our value and our mission
so that all of the people that
we engage with truly under-
stand this, stand behind it and
are passionate about it.

Q: Why did Avenica need a
chief experience officer?
Dettman:Ilooked at our chief
needs and those were making
sure that we were building an
environment that created a
bond between the people in
our offices across the country
and our end users, our candi-
dates and clients. We needed
to strengthen and optimize
the experience that we
have internally for our own
employees to engender this
increase in overall engage-
ment with our customers and
external stakeholders.

Q: What distinguishes Ave-
nica from competitors?
Dettman: The scale, the
level of distribution we
have. Beyond that, it’s the
level of interaction. We have
a strong digital presence but
we believe that the magic
happens when you combine
the digital experience with
the human experience and
that person working with
(the student) cares about
and is advocating for (the
student). Our approach is
more tailored to the job, in a
lot of cases working from the
student to the job as opposed
to starting from the job and
working to the student.

“It’s the anti-chain or big-
box store experience,” said
Kristie Case, owner since 2013
of TeenyBee.

Case, 37, not only retails
her self-designed children’s
clothing but she distributes
her line through dozens of
independent retailers.

“The thing thatis specialis
that these businesses are very
carefully curated,” Case said.
“We know what’s in our store.
And we follow each other on
social media and we spend
time together.

“We’re ‘mom-epreneurs’!”

Indeed, each of the three
business owners I met with
last week are mothers who
chose to own their shops, at
least in part, because they
could bring their babies to
work.

Jessica Gerard, the owner
of Flirt Boutique since 2008,
spent 10 years at a law firm.
Pregnant in 2005, she decided
her now-teenage daughter
was not going to a day care.

“I decided not to go back
to the firm,” said Gerard, 48.
“I'had plans for a shop, but I'd
never worked in retail.”

The first venture was an
antique and refurbished fur-
niture shop on Grand Ave-
nue.

“That lasted 2.5 years,”
Gerard recalled, when she
hit the 2008-2009 recession.
“I was divorced. I had to do
something else. I got rid of

the furniture and brought in
underwear.”

Gerard also found a neat
storefront, for a lot less
money, into which she could
pack a lot of colorful lingerie
atlower price points that also
could support her. Furniture
tends to be pricey and takes
up a lot of space.

“You only need one cre-
denza,” quipped McGuire,
who also started with furni-
ture and housewares. “Cloth-
ing takes less space. People
need it.”

Behind every successful
small-business owner is often
a smart, empathetic building
owner.

Ed Conley, 57, who started
doing house and commer-
cial-building repairs in
St. Paul in the 1980s, is that
man. Informed, of course, by
his wife and two daughters.

Conley, who estimates that
he and his two bankers have
invested a few million bucks
tobuy and renovate buildings,
owns what’s called the “Patina
Building,” a 35,000-square
foot refurbished structure
on the northwest corner that
houses female-owned Patina,
as well as Flirt and Up Six.

“It’s been a labor of love,”
confessed Conley, chuck-
ling. “For me and Trustone
Financial and Bridgewater
Bank. The property taxes
keep going up. Faster than
the rents. But Iused to be just
like these businesswomen. I
started out in the 1980s with

a dream, $3,000 and a credit
card.

“Ilaughbecause I say that
Iwould do this for free. And
there have been a few proj-
ects that I have done for free
the way it worked out. But
I like taking a risk on peo-
ple and buildings that the
city has wanted torn down.
There were condemnation
notices on the Patina build-
ing. It’s fun to be part of the
positive change at Selby and
Snelling.”

Gerard said Conley is a
“humble, genuine” and sup-
portive landlord who’s not
after the last buck.

“He is proof that doing an
honest good job brings you
the most success,” Gerard
said. “We know their whole
family well. His daughter was
my daughter’s babysitter for
years. We are all in the family
over here at Selby and Snel-
ling!”

In fact, at coffee, the busi-
ness owners used to quip
about one day creating a
reality TV show called the
Corner.

However, unlike the
Apprentice and shows of sim-
ilar ilk, these Selby-Snelling
business owners are the real
thing.
